FOREWORD

The objective of this report is to present the detentions on ships for which Isthmus 
Bureau of Shipping (ClassIBS) has carried out Class and/or Statutory work for different 
Ship owners and Administrations during the years 2014-2016. The report covers USCG, 
Paris MOU, Tokyo MOU, Black Seas MOU, Mediterranean Ocean MOU and Indian 
Ocean MOU (Memorandums of Understanding). 

The report is based on information 
extracted from the MOU web sites 
and PSC’s, detention reports obtained 
through the Flag States, detention 
reports obtained from our surveyors, 
and information of the ship status in our 
Data Base available previous to the 
detention.

Port State Control has been found 
to be very effective tool in reducing 
the number of ships with deficiencies as 
well as improving maritime safety and 
pollution prevention.  There has been a 
significant increase in PSC activity 
worldwide in concern with a number of 
amendments to relevant international 
conventions.

Recognizing this and the related impor-
tance of PSC to the reputation and 
financial wellbeing of the ship owner and 
flag administration, ClassIBS has been 
working hard to reduce the detention 
rate of its Class ships.

Port State Control inspections 
procedures have been improved to 
cover not only a ships’ hardware or 
documents, but also the operational 
requirements of the relevant conventions 
or shipboard maintenance under the 
ISM Code.

ClassIBS PSC performance posi-
tion is considered within our target 
of objectives and demonstrates that 
ClassIBS ships are being operated and 
maintain to the highest standards. We 
are also proud of its performance over 
the past three years and the hard work 
invested by our Head Office Staff and 
field surveyors in ensuring that ships 
continue to operate in a high–quality 
environment.

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Measures Adopted By ClassIBS

(1) Cooperative assistance with Port States and treatment of deficiencies When 
surveyors of the Society are notified of the detention of a ship classed with ClassIBS, 
the Society actively co-operates with the reporting PCS Authority. 

(2) Treatment of inspection reports by PSC officers When a surveyor receives an 
inspection report from a port state authority, the report is sent to the ClassIBS Head 
Office. The report is immediately examined for the root causes of the deficiencies by 
experienced staff. 

(3)  Special training at several meetings on PSC related issues is conducted regularly 
for surveyors, to ensure that they carry out full and effective surveys with an uncom-
promising attitude towards ensuring the quality and safety of the ships of ClassIBS. 

(4) PSC related issues are regularly discussed at technical committee 
meetings, in order to emphasis on the importance of proactively ensuring the proper 
procedures in place to prevent the detention of ships. 

(5) Visits to Port States Personnel from the ClassIBS Head Office as well as local 
survey sites are assigned to visit the headquarters or offices of various Port States 
with the aim of introducing ClassIBS.

ClassIBS OPERATING STATISTICS - 
DETENTIONS 2014-2016

In 2016 out of total six hundred and fifty three (653) PSC inspections around 
the world, only eight (8) detentions were attributed to the work performed by our 
surveyors. These detentions took place on ports members of the Tokyo MOU and 
Paris MOU.

Therefore, on the year 2016, there were no attributable detentions to IBS by the 
USCG, Black Seas MOU, Mediterranean Ocean MOU and/or Indian Ocean MOU on 
any ship Class and/or certified by IBS.

The results of all regions combined arrive to a rate of 1.23% on the year 2016 and, 
together with the years 2014 and 2015, an accrued rate of 0.62% for the last three 
(3) years.
